The driver may refuse to
collect a passenger who
is demonstrating
aggressive or dangerous
behaviour.
The driver may refuse to
carry a passenger or may
eject them from the bus if
causing a nuisance to or
harassing other
passengers prior to or
during a journey.
The driver may refuse to
allow a passenger to
board the bus if  they do
not adhere to the dress
standards of the Club.
